Background to the workshop

This workshop will consider the theory and practice of clinical assessment for psychodynamic counselling and will focus on the development of assessment skills.  The workshop will be of help for practitioners in private practice and is also open to those in training or working in an organisation.  The theoretical orientation of the workshop will be psychodynamic but practitioners of other modalities are welcome to attend.
Aims of the workshop
The workshop will explore three phases of the assessment interview.
· Beginning.  The client’s transference towards the organisation and the assessor’s transference to the client before the interview.  Meeting the client and first impression. The presenting problem.
· Middle.  The client’s story.  Hidden aspects and links to the past.  Assessor’s interventions and observation of client’s responses.  Assessment of risk factors.  Taking a detailed psychiatric/medical history.
· Final.  Discussion of options available and recommendation.  Client’s availability and fees.  Summing up and closing the interview. 
Outcomes from the workshop
· By the end of the workshop delegates will have an understanding of how to make good use of assessment supervision, process post-interview countertransference, make a formulation and produce an assessment report.

He is a supervisor of staff assessors and a seminar leader on the post graduate diploma course.
