Background to the workshop
In both private practice and agency work almost the first interaction between the client and the counsellor is to set the ongoing fee.  This workshop aims to look at this process, to consider theoretical ideas about what the fee might represent and how it may be used in our work but most importantly to consider the challenge both we and the client face when discussing money. Money has been described as The Last Taboo.  Freud was of the opinion that we are more likely to speak openly about sex than we are to discuss money.  Money is about secrets and all aspects of our private money are kept well hidden.
Aims of the workshop

We will think about the place of the fee in counselling, in the context of it being both the only concrete exchange which regularly takes place between counsellor and client and its symbolic meaning.  We will consider what money means to each of us, and how it has a developmental aspect. Where do our attitudes and feelings about money and all it represents come from?  If we do not understand this it will always come between us and our ability to speak openly about money with our clients.  As Jung understood it will remain an unanalysed part of the therapist that meets an unanalysed part of the client and remains unspoken and unresolved.  The workshop will in part be an experiential exercise where counsellors will consider their own relationship with money and its history. 
Outcomes from the workshop

It is hoped that the day will open an internal dialogue in participants, enabling each individual to begin the process of examining his/her relationship with money and all it represents. Participants will also have a better understanding of the significance of the fee in counselling, including what it might represent for both client and counsellor. There will also be time to discuss strategies for how to work with money issues being played out in the transference and other areas of the work. 
Because of its experiential nature this workshop should be valuable to all counsellors including trainees and those with more experience.
